CLASSROOM EXPECTATIONS FOR STUDENTS

Television Production Techniques I

Mr. Brian K. Trupp


This class is designed as an introductory course to the television production process with emphasis on studio programming.  Students will be introduced to the basic concepts of script writing and on-camera communication skills.  The student will also gain practical experience in camera, audio, lighting, and graphic design, and will learn how to operate all crew positions in a variety of studio lab projects.

GRADING PROCEDURES:


Tests  -  will be given at the end of each unit and will range from about 20 to 25 points.



Quizzes  -  will be given as needed on a pre-announced basis.  However, expect one or two 


surprise quizzes at any given time  (worth five points each).



Homework  -  will be collected on the morning when due.  Some assignments will be corrected as 

a group during class time to serve as a learning objective.



Studio Production Labs  -  There will be four scheduled studio lab sessions.  Students will be 


graded on equipment operation performance.  Points may also be deducted for unprofessional 


behavior during these sessions. 



Final Exam  -  One live student television production worth 1/10 of your final grade percentage.



Students will receive a letter grade based upon their percentage.  Please refer to your Student 


Handbook for exact percentage breakdowns.



If you are absent, IT IS YOUR RESPONSIBILITY TO ARRANGE TO MAKE UP MISSED 



WORK.  Your Student Handbook will give you more specific information on individual make up


procedures.  Normally it is three days after returning back to school.




CLASSROOM ENVIRONMENT:


1.
Instruction periods will be divided between the classroom and TV Studio.  We will spend 


approximately three quarters of the school year working “hands-on” in the studio and one 


quarter in the classroom.  In both situations, students are expected to take thorough notes on the 


material covered.  It would be wise for the student to have a notebook advantageous for note-


taking both standing up (in the studio) and sitting down (in the classroom).


2.
Students will need a set of colored pencils for color coding homework assignments.


3.
When working crew positions during studio lab sessions, students shall conduct themselves in a 


courteous and professional manner.  Proper language skills and correct terminology are essential.  

Be polite at all times.  Chewing gum and eating candy is strictly forbidden.  During “down” 


sessions when you are not scheduled as working crew, you shall remain in the studio and be as 


quiet and respectful to the director in charge as possible.


4.
Students will be expected to conduct themselves properly in the classroom and raise their hands 


to be called upon.


5.
Come to class prepared each day.  Arrive before bell rings (3 tardy = detention).  Go to your 


lockers and bathroom before class!


6.
Keep cell phones in bookbags or purses.  If I see it or hear it . . . I take it.  

LAB SESSIONS:

1.
There are three television studio lab sessions scheduled for this course:



a)  the television commercial



b)  the feature story





c) the talk show


2.
During these labs you will have the opportunity to serve on the operating crew at least two 


times for every position. You will be graded on your performance each time.


3.
As the course progresses, each lab session will gradually increase to challenge your technical 


capabilities.

FINAL PROJECT:


1.
Each student will be required to produce and direct one fifteen minute live television production 


utilizing all of the production elements we have learned during the school year.  Each student 


will receive one class period for the actual production.

2.
The subject content of the TV final must be approved by me at the beginning of the unit.


3.
Several class periods will be given to work on final projects in preparation for your scheduled 


production date.  I will grade the progress of the final project at the end of third and fourth 


marking periods.

USE OF THE TV STUDIO:


1.
I will be happy to issue student passes to individuals to come down  to work on class projects.   


However, when you are in this area I expect you to be working on production related materials.   


You may also be called upon to assist me with audio/visual set-ups during this time.  The studio 


is not to be used as a student TV lounge for you and your friends.    YOU MAY NOT BRING 


YOUR LUNCH DOWN TO THE STUDIO AND EAT IT THERE.     


2.
If you choose to come down to the studio during free periods or club days, I am responsible for 


your whereabouts.  You are not free to leave this area and roam the halls at your own free will.  


You must have a hall pass signed by me in order to leave for other destinations.


3.
The TV Studio is also YOUR studio and I expect it to be kept in a clean and orderly manner at 


all times.  Please respect the environment by placing trash in proper receptacles and making 


sure all cables are in neat and tidy coils at the end of each period.


4.
The studio sets are to be used for production purposes only.  Students are not permitted on the 


sets unless using them for a specific production.  Other furniture is provided for everyday use.
